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Abstract

The Mro people are among the 11 notable ethnic groups living in the greater Chittagong Hill
Tracts of Bangladesh. They currently live in the Bandarban hilly area. Although most ethnic
groups living in the hilly region have their own or an indigenous religion, their religion has
changed with the needs of the times. Similarly, although the Mro ethnic group initially had a
religion or belief, recently they have changed it and introduced a new religion, the “Krama
religion”. In the present article, based on the collection of various books, articles, interviews
and field data on indigenous people, the purpose and one of the goals of writing is to learn
about the history, beliefs, moral teachings, culture, promoters, and various aspects of this new
Krama religion, including its propagation.
